Autumnal Equinox 
September 22nd marks the start of the fall season in 
the Northern Hemisphere. Equinox is a Latin word 
meaning “equal night”.   
 
What happens on this day? The sun crosses an 
imaginary extension of the Earth’s equator into 
space going from north to south. On this day, day 
and night are roughly equal in length. After this, 
days become shorter than nights until the winter 
solstice. 
 
Fall is a beautiful season in the Northern 
Hemisphere so be sure to take photos of the changing leaves!
